Portland, Oregon’s DJ Tan’t (Paul Lynch, a.k.a. Tantrum) throws one big and beautiful fit on Notes of 
Abrasion, his sweeping new breakbeat opus and sophomore LP. The busted-up piano on the cover sort 
of says it all. Though influenced by some familiar suspects – Abrasion offers a muscular take on DJ 
Shadow’s kinetic soundscapes, Amon Tobin’s frenetic rhythms and creeping back-alley noir, and M83’s 
widescreen grandeur – the album also draws inspiration from late-romantic/early-modern classical 
music. MPC maestro Tan’t uses numerous samples in his dramatic beat compositions (check the 
roughing-up given Ralph Vaugh Williams on “Computer Eyes”), but classical pianist Tyler Evan’s 
contribution of live, concert hall-ready piano really sets this contender apart. “Concerto Red,” a 
barrelling drums-and-keyboard duel, stands among its highlights. In thrall to the classical tradition and 
well-versed in the sweet science of modern breakbeat construction, Notes of Abrasion is an essential 
listen for the electronic music fan. 
 
Legend has it that Tan’t began his DJing career at the age of three, when he was given two Fisher 
Price turntables—which he soon broke in his first fit of musical fury. He released his first LP, 
tantalize.tantric.tantrum. (Lucky Madison), in 2003 and contributed a sublime remix of Alan Singley’s 
“On Leaving” to Holocene Music’s 2006 remix compilation It’s Important to Me to be One Step Further 
than One Step Beyond. Tan’t has played with Dabrye, Alias and Tarsier, DJ Vadim, Themselves, Luke 
Vibert, Plaid, Subtle, Hood, Chris Clark, Sixtoo, DJ Signify, Eliot Lipp, Why?, Clue to Kalo, Jel, 
Talkdemonic, and Blockhead, among others. 
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
